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The status of digital media literacy education at the

National Library of Korea and
suggestions for further improvement’

1. Digital media literacy education in the library

The development of digital technologies has led to the emergence of diverse media formats that have
changed the way people use media services and information. While people can now access and share a
wide range of forms of media more easily than ever before, the dissemination of misinformation,
excessive media consumption, and expressions of hate and discrimination enabled by the anonymous
nature of the internet are becoming social concemns. During the Covid-19 pandemic in particular,
misinformation seemed to be nearly as contagious as the virus. It was estimated that between January
and March 2020, at least 800 people died around the world due to misinformation spread on the internet
(Cho Seung-han, 2020). In the meantime, risky communication seems to be facing a tuming point with data
science and Al technologies being applied to effectively deter misinformation (Cha Mi-yeong, 2021). There is
also a growing call to promote digital media literacy so as to help individuals develop the capacity to use
digital technologies and critically evaluate the messages found in the media.

As a public space that is open to everyone and provides equal access to information and knowledge,
libraries have contributed greatly to improving public information literacy. The concept of information
literacy, which originated from user education services in libraries, emerged along with the development
of modemn information technologies in the early 1970s (Badke, 2009). As a major education platform within
communities, libraries have continuously played a critical role in providing people with sound access to
information. More recently, promoting digital media literacy as a key mission of libraries has been actively
discussed around the world. The International Federation of Library Associations and Institutions (IFLA)
announced its guidelines for action to achieve the UN 2030 sustainable development goals (SDGs),
highlighting the social responsibilities of libraries in promoting universal literacy, including digital media
literacy. The IFLA also called on governments and libraries around the world to invest in medial literacy
education for people of all ages (IFLA 2018a; 2018b). This means that the role of librarians as educators
should be strengthened in order to cultivate digital citizens with the ability to discerningly use technologies
and to critically analyze media messages.

In August 2020, five ministries and government agencies, including the Korea Communications
Commission and the Ministry of Culture, Sports, and Tourism, joined forces to establish the
Comprehensive Plan for Strengthening Digital Media Capacities, a mid- to long-term plan to elevate the
digital media literacy of South Koreans. The government has also underscored the importance of
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promoting people’s digital capacities by using social capital, including libraries. In response, the National
Library of Korea launched a digital information literacy education program in 2010 as part of its efforts to
improve library users’ proficiency with digital and media skills. More recently, the library has been
cooperating with private sector partners to facilitate digital media literacy education, including the creation
of educational programs customized to different target groups, distributing digital literacy education
materials to public libraries, and hosting relevant seminars.

Against this backdrop, this paper reviews the status of digital media literacy education at the National
Library of Korea over the past three years and suggests how such education by the library could be
further improved.

2. Status of digital media literacy education at the National Library of Korea

As part of its information literacy education, the NLK has been providing digital information literacy
courses since 2010. As of August 2022, a total of 26,436 users have participated. Currently, the NLK
offers 19 courses, including targeted digital media literacy courses.

Early education programs were focused on how to use the film studio at the NLK Digital Library, how to
use library resources such as web databases, and courses designed to reduce the digital gap for the
“‘information underprivileged.” Since then, the program has been expanded to include using tools such as
video and text editing, how to use a smartphone, and creating a book trailer or e-book. In line with the
development of digital media technologies and the popularity of single-person media and digital
conversion, the NLK’s digital media literacy education has gradually shifted toward helping library users
cultivate an awareness of digital citizenship and the digital skills needed by members of a digital society.
The library also signed an agreement on cooperation with the Center for Digital Literacy (September 2020)
and the Korean National Commission for UNESCO (July 2021), developed guidelines and education
materials, and held seminars on the promotion of digital citizenship. All of this was done with a goal of
promoting digital literacy.

Table 1 shows the NLK’s digital media literacy curriculum over the past three years. As of August 2022, a
total of 13 courses (in 72 sessions) were offered. Target groups such as parents, workers, young individuals,
and older individuals were first identified based on the demand or need for an education program, and 3-
to 12-session courses were designed. These include media education for parents, making decisions
using data in the workplace, and planning and promoting digital projects. Special lectures on digital
citizenship and copyrights were also offered twice.

In general, the library introduces a compact pilot course in order to estimate demand for a topic and then
gradually expands them to courses spanning four or more sessions. During and after the Covid-19
pandemic, a number of the courses have been transferred to an online space using video conferencing
platforms. Discussions and small-group activities have been incorporated in order to help participants
develop the abilities needed to cooperate and communicate in the digital space. In 2022, metaverse
platforms were used in some courses in order to help expand people’s digital experience.

As seen above, the NLK has designed customized programs for different groups based on their unique
needs. Digital media literacy courses were offered to older users in conjunction with cultural and arts
activities such as digital poetry and painting, a gratitude essay, and an e-book essay publication in order
to help them build their abilities to communicate in the digital world. For young people and workers, the
courses were designed to help them more effectively use data and digital tools, and also to promote their
ability to cooperate in the digital space.

In 2022, the NLK partnered with the Korea Press Foundation to offer courses for parents, media creators,
and media consumers with an aim to strengthen their abilities to critically evaluate information. In October,
the NLK is planning to launch courses for users of academic information at the library.




Table 2 compares the NLK’s courses with the five media literacy topics highlighted in the ALA's guidelines
on media literacy education in libraries (2020).2 According to this table, the NLK’s courses are primarily
related to four topics: The architecture of the internet, media landscape and economics, misinformation,
and media creation and engagement. While not included in the guidelines, the NLK also has courses on
media education for parents and strategies for operating single-person media. According to this table,
civics is an area where the NLK may need to improve its educational offerings.

3. Future directions for digital media literacy education in the library

1) Creating legal and policy bases

In order to strengthen digital media literacy education in the library, it is necessary to create relevant
guidelines and establish laws and policies that require libraries to provide digital media literacy education.

According to the Libraries Act, user education on information literacy (Article 2) should be provided as part
of library services. Libraries should also provide educational and cultural programs (Article 43) and school
libraries in particular should offer students education on how to use information (Article 38) with a goal of
reducing the information gap among people. However, the existing law fails to include digital media

Iiteracy (e.g., digital capacities, digital inclusion, and media literacy).

Meanwhile, the Third Comprehensive Plan for the Development of Libraries (2019-2023) includes
“developing and distributing literacy programs designed to promote contextual understanding and
strengthening education regarding the use of media with a goal to reduce information inequality” under
the strategy “Libraries should promote social inclusion.” In this government plan, the term “digital literacy”
is used in regard to expanding spaces for experience-based activities such as makerspaces. In Finland,
by comparison, the Public Libraries Act stipulates the obligations of a library to be the promotion of
democratic citizenship and a wide range of literacy among its constituents rather than the limited goal of
reducing the information gap. It is necessary for South Korea to follow suit and clearly define in the
Libraries Act the role of libraries as a digital media literacy education platform that help cultivate
democratic citizens in the digital era.

It is also essential to create guidelines on digital media literacy education in the library in order to support
the coherence and sustainability of related policies. Several media education organizations, including the
Korea Press Foundation, have published guidelines on media education. However, these guidelines are
mainly focused on understanding media environments and using media content in connection to
traditional media such as TV news and newspapers. This means it is necessary to establish guidelines
customized to digital media literacy education in the library as an institution that provides sound access to
diverse digital media and helps cultivate the ability to critically read media messages. These guidelines
may include recommended topics for digital media literacy education and measures for cooperation with
other community organizations. The NLK has developed educational materials on media literacy in the
library by analyzing the status of media literacy education at public libraries and reflecting the needs of
public libraries. In early 20222, these materials were distributed to public libraries across the country. The
NLK will continue to identify model practices of digital media literacy education at public libraries and
strive to raise awareness of the necessity for libraries to play a central role in media literacy education to
create a healthy digital society.

2) Developing and distributing educational content for libraries

At the 2021 World Library and Information Congress (wLIC), Damien Wang from the National Library
Board of Singapore discussed the development of high-quality content at the national level as an
essential element in promoting the effectiveness of digital media literacy education. The following are
suggestions for securing the quality, uniqueness, and utility of educational content.
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First, content can be developed through cooperation among the private, public, and academic sectors. As
in the Media Literacy at Your Library project in the US, libraries partnering with universities can receive
support for developing curricula on user education, performance evaluation tools, and capacity-building
programs for librarians. Meanwhile, university researchers may find new and interesting areas of
education in which they can develop and improve the digital media literacy curriculum from the
perspective of life-long education. Through partnerships with other organizations, libraries will be able to
secure an academic basis and needed expertise and improve the validity of their educational programs.

Second, the content of digital media literacy education in the library should be distinct from the content
offered by other organizations. Libraries may incorporate aspects of digital technology into their
information literacy education, which has historically been an area of strength for libraries, and add media
literacy elements such as how to critically analyze media messages. Furthermore, practices regarding
digital media literacy education at individual libraries can be shared to identify model practices and further
improve digital media literacy education programs in the library.

Third, the effectiveness of digital media literacy education at libraries may be improved by increasing the
usability of the educational content. As in the case of Digital Learn® by the Public Library Association, a
division of the American Library Association, e-learing content may be offered on frequently asked
questions related to digital media technologies. This would supplement existing services while minimizing
individual libraries’ burden of developing content. Once the quality of the content is secured, it may also
be shared with other public and private organizations.

3) Increasing the effectiveness and awareness of digital media literacy education at libraries
through partnerships

If digital media literacy education at libraries is to be strengthened, close cooperation is necessary not
only between different departments within a library, but also between libraries and other public and private
organizations.

First, the content of digital media literacy education may be linked to other services and programs within
the library so as to raise awareness of digital media literacy among library users. For example, content on
education about the critical evaluation of media messages may be included when informing users on
how to use a news database. In a program on the creation of single-person media, educational content
related to evaluating the reliability of information may be incorporated.

Second, the impact of digital media literacy education may be increased through cooperation with other
libraries. There should be no barriers to digital media literacy education in the library, and the education
should be accessible to everyone as part of life-long leamning. This may be achieved through close
cooperation among the NLK, public libraries, and school libraries.

To meet this goal, the NLK should make efforts to have legal and policy bases in place for digital media
literacy education so as to secure coherence and consistency in related policies. The NLK can also
develop capacity-building programs for librarians in regard to the development and operation of digital
media literacy education at the library and help strengthen the expertise of librarians as providers of
literacy education. Before finalizing any guidelines or educational programs for individual libraries, pilot

programs may be run, as is done in the US, by recruiting several volunteer libraries. The NLK may also

perform evaluations of the performance of individual libraries in terms of literacy education and share
domestic or overseas model practices with libraries across the country. Regional flagship libraries may
establish strategies for digital media literacy education by reflecting the demographics of their particular
regions. They can also plan events in partnership with local organizations for media literacy week. Public
libraries may develop digital media literacy education based on the needs of their communities from the
perspective of life-long education. In particular, public libraries in regions that do not have strong school
libraries may consider the school curriculum in their services connected with creative activities and high
school credit systems.

Third, it is necessary to establish and raise awareness of libraries as institutions that provide digital media
literacy education in interactions between libraries and other public/private organizations. For example,
libraries may be included in the Digital Media Literacy Committee,4 a public-private cooperative body, so
that literacy education in the library can be carried out as part of a comprehensive national strategy for
promoting digital literacy. Libraries may also pursue cooperation with the Digital Learning Center (the Digital
Baeumter), which is run by the Ministry of Science and ICT and the National Information Society Agency as
part of the government’s digital inclusion policy. They may also partner with other organizations that
provide media education, including the Korea Press Foundation and the Community Media Foundation,
so as to foster consistent digital media literacy education across different organizations. Lastly, public
awareness of digital media literacy can be raised by carrying out campaigns together with diverse content
creators such as authors, single-person media creators, publishers, journalists, and media producers.
Authors Aloud UK® is an example of a program in which a library creates an opportunity for authors and
community residents to gather and interact.
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The World of Joseon Laws: A special exhibition to
celebrate the enlistment of Gyeongguk Daejeon
as a national treasure

The National Library of Korea (CEO Suh Hye Ran) is slated to hold a special exhibition “The World of Joseon
Laws” in the Exhibition Hall on the first floor of the Main Library from July 22 to September 25.

In celebration of the listing of Gyeongguk Daejeon, which is housed at the NLK, as a national treasure on
June 23, this exhibition presents the 13 law books of the Joseon Dynasty, including Gyeongguk Daejeon,
to the public and shares the wisdom of Koreans of the past.

Part 1 “Establishing Laws: Law Books” shows the chronology of law books published in the Joseon era.
Visitors can feel and touch a photocopied edition of Gyeongguk Daejeon.

Part 2 “The King’s Words Are Laws: Sugyo” displays Sugyo, which was also known as special laws or
the book of the King’s orders. A comparison with other law books is made as well.

In Part 3 “Fair Ruling: Criminal Law Books and Guidebooks,” visitors can see books on criminal law
books and guidelines from the Joseon era, which were published to help law enforcement officers fairly
fulfill their duties. These books are accompanied by a video showing the process of a court ruling in the
Joseon era.

Part 4 “Major Cases and Rulings: Legal Precedents” displays books of legal precedents that kept records
of legal cases and rulings during the Joseon period. A manslaughter case from the books is presented in
a video narrated from the point of view of King Jeongjo and Jeong Yak-yong, an agronomist and
philosopher.

Visitors also can experience the original texts and translations of the four Joseon law books Gyeongguk
Daejeon, Sok Daejeon, Daejeon Tongpyeon, and Daejeon Hoetong- through an interactive video screen.
Additional experiential activities include leaving opinions at the storytelling video station.

“It is hoped that the exhibition will offer visitors an opportunity to enjoy the unique value of Joseon-era law
books and be remined of the importance of old documentary heritage,” said an exhibition official.

The opening ceremony for this special exhibition will be held at 4pm on July 21 and the exhibition will be
open to the public 10am to 6pm from July 22 to September 25. It will be closed every second and fourth
Monday and all public holidays.
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Mational Treasure Gyeongguk Daejeon

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Haegwangji, records of the modern customs offices in
Busan, Incheon, and Wonsan, are inscribed as a

Registered Cultural Asset

Haegwangji, records of the modem customs offices installed in Busan, Incheon, and Wonsan were
granted Registered Cultural Asset status on July 14 by the Cultural Heritage Administration according to
the National Library of Korea (CEO Suh Hye Ran).

The Haegwan reports that were inscribed as a Registered Cultural Asset include four from the Busan
Haegwan, 14 from the Incheon Haegwan, and four from the Wonsan Haegwan. Created between 1884
and 1898 for the central government Haegwan Office, these documents have great historical value. They
provide information on tariffs, administration, harbor-building, measurements of concession areas, and
quarantine systems during the period. The official name of these documents as a Registered Cultural
Asset is Haegwan Reports. The Haegwan was a taxation agency that charged fees on imported goods.
The word “Haegwan” was adopted from the Chinese word for customs office. In 1883, the Incheon,
Wonsan, and Busan Haegwan were established, in that order. In 1907, the Haegwan was renamed the
Segwan.

The NLK treated these old documents, which were partly oxidized and worn, for preservation. Print
versions of those written in cursive script in English will be made available to improve their readability.

Currently, the NLK houses the largest number of books in South Korea, with four Registered Cultural
Assets. The library will continue to identify materials of great value and pursue their enlistment as

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Continuing the late Minister Lee O-young’s
legacy in the digital space

On June 27, the National Library of Korea (CEO Suh Hye Ran) signed a MoA with the Youngin Museum
regarding the digitization of materials related to the late Lee O-young, South Korea'’s first-ever Minister of
Culture, and covering additional related services. The materials feature his writings, including books and
lecture notes, footage of TV programs, photographs, tools that he used for writing, and other
possessions.

The content of the agreement includes cooperation between the two organizations regarding the
digitization, preservation, and shared use of the late Minister’s materials, the digitization, preservation,
and shared use of the materials housed in the museum, and the co-hosting of exhibitions and workshops
as needed to achieve the goals of the agreement.

The NLK will examine the list of materials and organize them as Collections by Theme before publishing
them on the library website in December. Collections by Theme is an NLK project that organizes valuable

materials according to certain themes and makes them available to the public (examples of themes include The
Independence Movement Viewed through US Government Documents, Joseon-era Epidemics and Medical Books, and UNESCO

and Korea). The NLK is also planning to hold an exhibition and seminar entitled “Lee O-young viewed
through data” with a goal of supporting the memory of the life and spirit of the late minister, which is very
much in line with elements of modemn life such as culture, creation, life, and dialog.
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Meanwhile, the NLK will digitize manuscripts by modern South Korean writers, including Lee Sang, Kim
Eok, Lee Hyo-seok, and Chae Man-sik as well as their manuscripts for the magazine Munhaksasang,
letters, and portraits housed in the Yongin Museum for preservation and future services.

“Itis a great pleasure to be able to lay a foundation for the digitization and servicing of the materials of the
late Minister Lee O-young, an icon of the South Korean literary community, as well as of the works of
modern authors housed in the Yongin Museum,” Said Chief Executive Suh. “Since 2018, the NLK has
been working to build a digital archive of the country’s knowledge and information heritage (‘the Korean
Memory”). | welcome the interest and participation of the arts and literary communities in the NLK’s
digitization efforts for materials housed by culture and arts organizations including libraries, museums,
and galleries, and more.”

Pursuing cooperation for the opening, sharing, and

expansion of national knowledge and information

The NLK signs an OAK repository distribution agreement with four organizations,
including the Academy of Korean Studies

On July 8, the National Library of Korea (Chief Executive Suh Hye Ran) Will sign an OAK (Open Access Korea)
repository distribution agreement with the Daegu Gyeongbuk Institute of Science and Technology, Soon
Chun Hyang University Hospital Cheonan, National Youth Policy Institute, and the Academy of Korean
Studies.
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The NLK has been distributing its repository system to universities, research institutes, and public
organizations since 2014. It uses the OAK Repository (cak.go.kr) to provide open access to more than
930,000 items of academic information collected through the project.

The OAK Repository enables the construction and sharing of metadata for academic papers and
research data by applying OAK’s expandable standard metadata. It provides optimized search to
facilitate the sharing of research information by institutions and their researchers.

By signing the agreement, theses four organization producing research data in the fields of medicine,
youth policy, Korean Studies, and science and technology will receive the following support from NLK:
Building their own outlets for the latest OAK repository; linking the institution’s performance management
system with the repository; free maintenance service for one year; and training for repository operators.
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“We will gradually expand support, including on establishing partner institutions’ repository policies, in
order to foster open access in the country and continue building cooperative systems with research
institutions,” said an NLK official.

Open Access (0A) is a range of practices through which research output is shared free of cost without any
legal or technical barriers.

The OAK Repository is a Korean OA archive that the NLK distributes to universities, research institutions,
and public organizations. Using this repository, institutions can register and manage the research output
of their members.

Websites as recordings of a moment
become national records

The NLK renews its OASIS website

On July 15, the National Library of Korea (Chief Executive Suh Hye Ran) opened its renewed OASIS
website (nl.go.kr/oasis), the only web resource archiving system in South Korea.

According to the library, the revamped website offers improved web access, a simplified and more
intuitive design and menus, and an improved user experience through integrated and faceted search
functions. By applying responsive technologies, the website now can be accessed through various
mobile devices as well.

Officially mandated to collect online resources produced in the country in accordance with the Libraries
Acts, the NLK launched OASIS in 2004 to collect and preserve websites and other online resources.

As of 2022, there are more than 1.05 million websites registered in South Korea. About 300,000 websites
close down every year and a similar number are created. OASIS provides access to over 1.56 million
online resources, including those that would otherwise no longer exist, such as the website for the 2014
Incheon Asian Games Organizing Committee (www.incheon2014ag.org) and the website for the Prime
Minister’s Office (www.pmo.go.kr).

Striving to develop a diverse range of content tailored to the needs of users, the NLK also offers
collections of resources by theme or issue. Examples include major elections (e.g., the 20th Presidential
Election and the April 7 by-election), international sports games (e.g., the 2020 Tokyo Olympics), and
disasters (e.g., the Covid-19 pandemic).

“The OASIS website is a valuable resource that preserves the memories of our era,” said an NLK official.
“The NLK will continue to collect and preserve the country’s digital resources regarding not only historical
events, but also the lives of common people, and deliver them to future generations.”

The 14th International Symposium on Library Services for Children and Young Adults hosted by the
National Library for Children and Young Adults (NLCY) was held in Jeonju from June 30 to July 1 this year.
The symposium provides an opportunity to share recent trends and model practices in library services for
children and young adults around the world, to build networks, and to explore future directions. This
year’s symposium was held as an in-person event, but it was also broadcast online for those who could
not participate in the on-site event. The symposium was provided in both Korean and English.
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Under the theme of “the roles of library services for children and young adults in the era of change and
inclusion,” panelists discussed the widening gaps in education and access to information among children
and young adults, shared model practices from domestic and overseas libraries, and explored how to
apply advanced technology to libraries.

[Keynote speaker] New literacy in an era of change and inclusion by Professor Cho Byeong-
yeong, Department of Korean Language Education, Hanyang University

In the rapidly changing era of digital conversion, literacy has become more important than ever before.
Keynote speaker Professor Cho Byeong-yeong explained how the new literacy required by
contemporary and future children differs from traditional literacy and how we can help children to grow as
responsible citizens who value communities and inclusion by helping them read and write using diverse
texts and media. He also reviewed the general activities of schools, libraries, and other educators and
suggested how their roles could be adapted to changing environments.
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According to him, the new expanded literacy is “a process of selecting, exploring, and using various texts,
as well as a practice of reading, writing, thinking, communicating, and cooperating.” Professor Cho
emphasized that literacy could be expanded commensurate to the degree that we could reflect upon,
experience, and practice diversity and inclusion.

In response to the question of what schools, communities, and libraries can do to promote literacy among
our children, he suggested allowing students to find their own interests and then ensuring that they are
reflected in the goals, activities, and materials of learning. Pointing out that the home is a community in
which children learn through interactions with parents, he advised parents to share diverse perspectives
as part of their daily dialogues with children. Regarding libraries, Professor Cho said that it is important to
support children to explore diverse people, worlds, and cultures through texts, highlighting the importance
of providing access to book and resources with multi-cultural perspectives. “Helping them communicate
with various people through texts and learn about diverse perspectives, this is how we can promote
literacy among our children,” said he.

Drawing on her research on the education gap stemming from students’ economic backgrounds and
their abilities to use information, Professor Kang Bong-suk discussed how libraries can contribute to
narrowing these gaps. According to her research, there is a significant correlation between the education
gap, which can be represented by the proportion of students who receive education subsidy for high
school, and the ability to use information. Professor Kang said, “If students don’t have opportunities to
receive information-literacy education through libraries, the gap will widen.”

Despite librarians’ significant efforts to reduce education gaps among students, she pointed out that all
libraries are not equally equipped in terms of human resources, budgets, and services. “There is an
urgent need to expand services for children and adolescents in underprivileged communities without
considering cost efficiency,” said Professor Kang.
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She underscored the importance of cooperation among related organizations, particularly cooperation
between local public libraries and school libraries to foster information literacy education. Lastly, she
called for the NLK to provide active support to public library services and to expand the system for
measuring and reflecting library performance.

[Subject presentation 2] Young adult services in public libraries that prioritize the issue of
injustice and privilege by Professor Denise Agosto, College of Information Science and

Injustice and privilege affect the social participation of children and young adults in various ways. Public
libraries have made significant efforts to address this problem. Professor Agosto presented examples of
areas in which the active social participation of children and adolescents is encouraged or compromised,
and suggested roles for public libraries. She also discussed how public libraries can plan to provide more
just and fair services for children and young adults.

As for obstacles blocking the full social participation of children and young adults, Professor Agosto
pointed to the economy, race/ethnicity, gender and sexual orientation, education, language, digital
access, capacity, and knowledge and suggested how library services could help mitigate these obstacles.
As part of efforts to address inequality, Professor Agosto points out that libraries should develop
collections serving the needs of their local communities, provide vocational and homework support for
community members, and provide resources for young adults seeking to explore their gender and sexual
orientation. She also recommended that libraries develop programs in the non-dominant languages
within their communities when providing digital literacy education. Professor Agusto concluded that
libraries should serve as a catalyst to building relationships and opportunities in local communities.
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[Case study presentation 1-1] ALA library programs for underprivileged young adults: Digital
media literacy programs in libraries by Kelly Czarnecki, President of ALA Young Adults Library
Services Association

YALSA President Kelly Czarmecki introduced the audience to the activities of the Young Adult Library
Services Association (YALSA), a leading organization in the US working to promote digital literacy among
young adults. She presented model practices from libraries in North Carolina.

The ALA launched YALSA in 1957 with a goal to provide better services for young adults. YALSA
provides a range of materials on literacy for youth service librarians and works closely with the National
Association for Media Literacy Education (NAMLE). It also offers literacy-related toolkits and other materials
for librarians during Media Literacy Week in October.

Serving the Charlotte, North Carolina library system, Czarnecki develops programs for underprivileged
youth, including the Outreach program. Acknowledging that many residents of its disadvantaged
neighborhood do not have time to visit the library, the library planned youth programs by going out and
meeting teenagers where they are in order to better learn about their needs. That was how the Teen
Newsletter and the Radio program were created. These two programs in which local teenagers actively
participate were so popular that other libraries have launched similar programs.

Lastly, the YALSA president encouraged librarians to develop digital media programs. “Digital medial
programs at libraries help teenagers become interested in and learn life-long skills,” said she.

[Case study presentation 1-2] ALA library programs for underprivileged youth: College prep and
career programs at the New York Public Library by Katrina Ortega, librarian at NYPL

In her presentation, Katrina Ortega, a librarian with the New York Public Library (NYPL), provided an
overview of the NYPL's College and Career Pathways (CCP) and suggested similar programs suitable for
public libraries. According to Ortega, teenagers around the world find it difficult to obtain quality services
and resources that could help them prepare for life after high school. “Public libraries are best positioned
to provide such services and resources,” she said.

Ortega mentioned that the lack of career counselors relative to the number of students in America causes
many students to graduate from high school insufficiently prepared for college or the job market. The
situation is worse among students from underprivileged families. In order to address this problem, the
NYPL ran a number of pilot programs over the course of several years and established CPP by drawing
together the best features of the pilot programs.

Based on her experience with CPP over the past four years, Ortega advised that those who operate
youth programs should thoroughly prepare and be confident in their knowledge. It is also important for the
librarian to communicate with school administrative staff and teachers and understand how his or her
knowledge could contribute to school curriculum. Ortega further highlighted the importance of flexibility
when running a program for teenagers so that it can be modified as necessary while the understanding of
the participants grows. She also stressed the need to encourage teenagers to participate continuously.
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“No one should be left behind from knowledge and information because of their financial situations, lack
of time, or physical distance,” said the NYPL librarian.

[Case study presentation 2] Metaverse applied in library services by Hong Yeh-eun, librarian at
the Gangbuk Culture Information Library

During the Covid-19 pandemic, the Gangbuk Culture Information Library (GCIL) actively introduced
metaverse technologies to its library services. Hong Ye-eun, a librarian at GCIL, explained to the
audience about the metaverse concept, types of metaverse platforms, examples of metaverse programs,
and their implications.

GCIL launched the Metaverse GCIL and GangBook Town in 2021 using metaverse platforms (Naver's
Zepeto and Gather) to provide a wide range of services, including online exhibitions, author visits, and
education courses. Users can visit the virtual library 24/7 and create avatars to explore the virtual
experience-based library programs.

“Users were surprised to see the offline library in the virtual space presented exactly as it is in real life, and
they liked how they could participate in the library’s programs on the intemnet without having to visit the
physical library,” said Hong. The library’s makerspace offers education programs that combine the
metaverse with reading, including VR coding and 3D modeling. The librarians at GCLI manage all the
related work, from construction and maintenance of the metaverse library to the planning and provision of
online programs.

Regarding the obstacles to libraries using metaverse technologies, Hong said that there are no platforms
optimized for library services. The metaverse should lend verisimilitude to a virtual library, so if a
metaverse library is going to be a faithful reflection of a real library, it should have librarians, books, and
loan services. Furthermore, the technology should not discriminate against anyone and any copyright
issues pertaining to the operation of the metaverse library should be carefully managed, Hong related.

Artificial Intelligence (Al) has made a significant progress in a wide range of areas and is rapidly changing
our lives. In her presentation, Professor Nadarajan explained how Al has evolved over the past several
decades, how it is applied in our daily lives, and both its negative and positive impacts. She also
discussed how Al technologies can be used in a responsible and inclusive way.

According to Professor Nadarajan, Al was used in the fields of medicine and space exploration in its early
days, but has expanded into playing a critical role in a number of areas, such as finance, health,
education, and more. She said that Al may bring greater convenience to our lives, but we must consider
its negative aspects and work to keep the technologies under control.

[Case study presentation 3] Online information literacy education using Naver’s Zepeto:
Possibilities and limitations by Park Roh-sik, Director at Garam Library, and Lee Ye-un, librarian
at Mulpure Library

When physical library services were temporarily halted due to the Covid-19 pandemic, libraries turned to
online platforms to provide services to their users. Park Roh-sik, Director at Garam Library, and Lee Ye-
un, librarian at Mulpure Library, discussed information literary programs commissioned by the Paju City
government at five libraries (the Garam, Jori, Mulpure, Geumchon 3 Dongsolbit, and Geumchon Mujigae Small Libraries)
and their achievements and limitations.
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“L: The Beginning of a Legend,” one of the online information literacy programs, was based on the
concept of an escape game. Combined with an interesting story about a zombie vaccine, this library and
information literacy education provoked enthusiastic responses from library users. Planet 2051, a
program developed as a continuation of the L series, had a number of benefits, including that it expanded
online library services to go beyond barriers presented by time and distance. However, it was less
accessible compared to existing information literacy programs and some users balked at the metaverse
platforms.

Want to Play a Traditional Game? is the second information literacy education program developed using
a metaverse platform. This program addressed the limitations of Planet 2051 and was included in
Zepeto’s list of recommended maps before the Lunar New Year’s holiday. It attracted a large number of
Zepeto users.

However, this online information literacy education also has its limitations. First, it is difficult to interact with
other participants. Metaverse platforms enable users to “meet” and interact with each other. One of the
criticisms of this Zepeto map created by the library was that by making users perform an assigned
mission, the program failed to take advantage of one of the primary merits of the metaverse. Another
problem was the time and efforts required for general libraries to design, create, and operate such maps.

Lastly, the librarians pointed out the lack of budget. Expenditures ranging from several million to hundreds
of millions of won per map are required if a professional map creator must be hired. However, maps
created without specific purposes but simply piggybacking on the popularity of metaverse usually prove
to be waste of budget as they remain almost deserted due to the poor quality of the content. The
librarians said that while it is ideal for librarians to cooperate with each other and develop maps at an
amateur level, there are still parts that need to be done by professionals.

A crisis always comes with opportunities

The past three years have been a time of crisis for libraries. Physical buildings had to be closed and most
library programs and services had to be scaled back or canceled. It was a major challenge for libraries,
whose mission is to help everyone gain equal access to books.

In particular, libraries for children and young adults sought various ways to address the widening learning
gap among their users. The participants in this international symposium celebrated their achievements
and shared the challenges they were facing as they sought solutions. In today’s rapidly changing
environments, librarians are acting fast to adopt the latest technologies for library programs and services
in order to further promote information literacy among children and young adults. We would appreciate
continued interest and support for libraries for children and young adults.

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Promoting Korean culture ... through books and
helping South Korea become a cultural powerhouse
through publishing The 2022-2026 Plan to Promote the
Publishing Industry

o Books for All: Developing greater domestic demand for books by cultivating book curators, hosting an
international children’s book fair, and more.

o Books Everywhere: Laying a foundation for book distribution through such means as operating small
bookstores and improving regional logistics.

o Books for the Future: Renovating the publishing industry by expanding intellectual property rights and
strengthening related education.

o Governance for Books: Improving governmental systems such as revising the Publishing Industry
Promotion Act and reinforcing the capacities of related organizations.

On August 1, the Ministry of Culture, Sports, and Tourism (Minister Park Bo Gyoon, MCST) announced its five-
year plan (2022-2026) for promoting the publishing industry with a goal of boosting Korean culture (‘K-culture”)
through books and fostering a culturally attractive country with a prosperous publishing industry. The plan
contains four overarching strategies with twelve related tasks designed to expand demand in the industry
and renovate the industrial base.

This framework plan for the five-year period spanning 2022 through 2026 established in accordance with
Article 4 of the Publishing Industry Promotion Act was drafted by reflecting on the overall changes in the
publishing environment, including the declining number of readers, the expansion of the “Korean Wave”

into the field of publishing, the increasing influence of online distribution channels, and the expanding
diversity of and applications for published content. In order to establish this plan, the MCST gathered
policy ideas through consultation meetings with experts and online public hearings. Local governments
were then contacted regarding their opinions. The MCST also held meetings with leaders in the
publishing industry, local bookstore owners, and other stakeholders in order to gather feedback from the
field on the plan before finalizing it.

The plan focuses on promoting the growth of the publishing industry and related markets by expanding
domestic and overseas demand, fostering the capacities of regional publishing and bookstores,
enhancing the value of books as a source of original content, and expanding and utilizing the intellectual
property rights of books. Major projects include cultivating book curators whose roles are to select books
and help plan cultural activities that meet the needs of local bookstores; hosting an international children’s
book fair; introducing a picture book award; operating small bookstores in areas that otherwise would
have no bookstores; expanding the Book and Culture Centers; improving regional logistics systems for
books; establishing a comprehensive support center for intellectual property for books; cultivating talented
individuals for the field of intellectual property and books, including web novels; and reforming related
training programs.

Books for All

@ Addressing diversifying demand:Supporting the publication of diverse books, promoting book
advisory, and establishing an on-demand production system

@ Expanding public demand:Supporting the publication and utilization of quality books,
developing demand among future generations, and promoting local book purchasing.

(® Creating global demand:Strengthening partnerships with other content fairs, enhancing
exchanges with members of the overseas publishing community, and establishing an integrated
support system for book exports

The first strategy set out in the plan is known as “Books for All.” While the number of readers has declined
with the country’s low birth rate and aging population, the needs of readers have become more granular
and diverse. In response to these changes, the MCST plans to support an environment in which
everyone can enjoy reading without discrimination and develop sources of new demand to support the
sustainable growth of the publishing industry.

The MCST aims to promote book markets that can accommodate the needs of diverse readers,
including senior citizens and multicultural families. It also plans to provide social reading programs, such
as programs designed to help address the isolation of senior citizens and promote the translation of
books for multicultural parents and children. Book curators will be cultivated to support the planning of
cultural events at local bookstores and to recommend books customized to the needs of individual
readers. The MCST will also provide systematic support to help the publishing industry expand into
overseas markets. It will establish export strategies by country and region and promote strategic
exchanges with stakeholders in the international publishing field. A special exhibition promoting
exchanges in publishing will be hosted with a goal to encourage the shared growth of the local publishing
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industries in South Korea, China, and Japan. An international children’s book fair or a picture book award
will be launched for children’s books and picture books that demonstrate export competitiveness.
Domestically, the MCST will launch a consultation program serving small- to mid-sized publishers and
establish a comprehensive export support system by promoting the K-Book export support platform.

The second strategy is called Books Everywhere. It is designed to make reading more accessible
anywhere in the country and fuel the healthy growth of the publishing industry by advancing distribution
channels that connect books and readers.

Most importantly, the MCST will work to strengthen the competitiveness of local bookstores. Local
bookstores will be supported through consultations on facility improvement and cultural events so that
they can go beyond selling books and become broader cultural spaces. In areas with no bookstores,
pop-up bookstores will be operated on a pilot basis. The Book Culture Center (a cooperative platform for local
bookstores and publishers that serves as a focal point for the production, distribution, and consumption of locally published books),
was launched in Gangneung in 2019. Branches will be opened in other regions as well. In addition,
improving book distribution and logistics systems will allow books to be supplied in a timelier and more
efficient manner.

In order to increase transparency and efficiency in book distribution, book distribution data will be further
sophisticated with a focus on the Korean Standard Publishing Distribution Data Hub System (which opened
in September last year). Major stakeholders in the industry, including publishers and bookstores, will be widely
consulted as part of the process in order to find ways to help them use the platform more conveniently.

@ Enhancing digital capacity:Supporting the expansion of intellectual property for published
content, enhancing support for new types of digital publishing ecosystems, and supporting skills
development and training to build digital capacities

institutionalizing financial resources to promote investment in the publishing industry and

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The third strategy is known as “Books for the Future: and includes the goal of bolstering the publishing
industry’s capacity to respond to change and continue to attract skilled talent to the sector so as to uphold
publishing as the backbone of the country’s cultural industry.

Noting that published content is increasingly being used as source material for films, cartoons, and other
media products, the MCST plans to support the expanded use of intellectual property from published
content. To this end, the MCST will establish a comprehensive support center under the Publication
Industry Promotion Agency of Korea (KPIPA) and support partnerships with other sectors so as to help
build publishers’ ability to make full use of content. Industry-academia cooperation will be actively pursued
in order to attract further skilled individuals to the industry. A consortium between universities and the
industry will be supported in order to provide practice-based training programs. In preparation for the
expansion of the market for web novels and their possible expansion into other sectors, training programs
customized to these sectors and to intellectual property rights will be provided in order to foster skilled
related professionals. In light of the relative ease of starting a business in the publishing industry, the
MCST will expand startup incubation centers that provide training, consultation, and facilities to startup
entrepreneurs.

The fourth strategy, Governance for Books, is designed to establish a public-private cooperation system
that will foster the sustainable growth of the publishing industry through policy and institutional support. To
meet this goal, the Publishing Industry Promotion Act (formerly known as the Publishing and Printing Act) will be
revised. Marking its 20th anniversary in 2023, the act will be modemized to reflect the recent trends
through which the meaning of publishing itself is evolving, as well as the effects caused by other
emerging industries.

The MCST will continue to strengthen the capacities of the KPIPA, the only government agency
dedicated to publishing policy. Taking a central role in industry-academia-research cooperation, the
KPIPA will compile data on industry trends and current issues while proactively addressing unfair
practices in the industry.

“As key content for all humanity, books have been around for a very long time. The MCST will implement
a publishing industry promotion plan that encompasses demand, distribution, startups, and policy. It will
continue to support the publishing industry as the foundation of the country’s cultural industry and as an
engine driving a culturally prosperous country,” related an MCST official.

The Dokdo Academic Award is given to researchers and scholars who
have made exceptional achievements connected to Dokdo, such as writing or translating books or
publishing papers related to the island in prominent domestic or overseas journals. The Dokdo Love
Award is given to individuals or organizations who have contributed to promoting Dokdo in non-research
areas such as education, culture, promotion, and NGO activities.

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The MCST plans robust support policies for digital comics

On July 29, Minister Park Bo Gyoon of the Ministry of Culture, Sports, and Tourism (MCST) met with digital
comics (‘webtoon”) service providers at the Seoul office of the MCST Copyright Protection Division.
“Webtoons are a form of art created using imagination, passion, persistence, and determination to open a
new world,” said Minister Park. “We will establish measures to support the webtoon industry that match
the status of our country as the originator of webtoons, as well as an environment in which diversity is
respected.”

In this meeting, the Minister listened to the opinions of webtoon service providers and discussed policy
directions with an aim to more actively supporting the industry. Prior to the start of the meeting, he
expressed his condolences regarding the late webtoon artist Jang Seong-lak.

Suggestions from the participants at the meeting included: Introducing a definition of webtoon to the
Comics Promotion Act and a standardized webtoon identification system; creating measures to prevent
illegal distribution of webtoons; expanding support for small- to mid-sized webtoon enterprises; expanding
support for webtoon artists with disabilities; promoting the acquisition and provision of quality comics by
libraries; supporting regional infrastructure for webtoon production; establishing measures to improve
labor conditions for webtoon artists; and expanding support for the translation of Korean webtoons into
other languages.

“Webtoons are a basis for K-culture and a symbol of a culturally attractive country,” said Minister Park,
reiterating his intention to expand translation support to internationalize South Korean webtoons and
training opportunities for webtoon artists with disabilities. He also promised that he would work to make
more webtoons available to the public through libraries. Showing particular concern on the health impact
of the working conditions experienced by webtoon artists, Minister Park promised further institutional
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reforms, including the introduction of the right for webtoon artists to take a leave from posting, and
requested cooperation from the industry.

By holding meetings with various sectors, Minister Park plans to continuously listen to voices from the
fields of culture and arts.

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The MCST to boost support for online streaming content
and shared growth with the country’s
streaming service industry

On August 3 (Wednesday), Minister Park Bo Gyoon of the Ministry of Culture, Sports, and Tourism (MCST)
met with broadcast video service providers and streaming service providers at the Seoul office of the
MCST Copyright Protection Division. At the meeting, the Minister related how he would support the
growth of the country’s streaming industry through robust policies based on the competitiveness of the
South Korean culture.

“The opportunities for K-content are rapidly expanding through global streaming services,” said the
Minister. Taking Extraordinary Attorney Woo as an example, he said, “Content is the key.” Extraordinary
Attorney Woo is recent soap opera that gained very high ratings despite its cable channel’s relatively low-
key presence.

At the meeting, the Minister heard about current issues concerning the broadcast video and streaming
industry and discussed measures to further advance the industry through policy support and
deregulation.

Participants shared their ideas on how to promote the shared growth of K-content and the streaming
industry at a time when the influence of global investment and content distribution is surging. Ideas
included expanding support for the planning, development, and production of streaming-specific content;
supporting domestic streaming services as they advance into global markets; expanding policy financing
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to secure intellectual property for content; expanding support for re-production of content for export; and
introducing a self-rating system for streaming content.

In line with the current government’s commitment to support streaming content for the global market and
strengthen the country’s related competitiveness, Minister Park pledged to provide systematic support for
the planning, development, production, and export of streaming content, nurture skilled talent, and
expand the base for content production. He also reiterated the Ministry’s plan to invest 11.6 billion won to
support the production of streaming-specific content and to establish a soap opera fund amounting to 40
billion won while aggressively expanding policy financing to secure content intellectual property.

Minister Park stated that production companies will also benefit from tax exemptions for production costs
for streaming content from next year. As for a self-rating system, he believed that it could be introduced
soon since there have been no particular objections to the proposal.

“Streaming is a new platform that is disrupting the existing order of media environments and
spearheading the Korean Wave. We will join forces with the industry and support it with effective policies
to create an environment in which talented creators can be fostered and it is easy to attract investment
and producers for high-quality content,” said the Minister.

Minister Park plans to continue meeting with members of different sectors in order to listen to voices from
the field.

Third Framework Plan to Promote Periodicals 202202

o Cultivating agents of innovation: Investing in startups by using fund of funds cultural accounts;
supporting small businesses in digital transition

o Securing engines for growth: Developing new types of digital periodicals; establishing an integrated
digital periodical archive

o Moving beyond national borders: Expanding support for translation of quality periodicals and
international book fairs

o Expanding cultural values: Deducting expenditures on the purchase of periodicals from taxable income;
enhancing promotional efforts by launching a magazine week

On August 9, the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism (Minister Park Bo Gyoon, MCST) announced the Third
Framework Plan to Promote Periodicals under the goal of “leaping toward becoming a culturally
influential country with attractive periodicals.” This plan includes four strategies and nine detailed action
items. The four strategies are cultivating agents of innovation, securing a growth engine, moving beyond
national borders, and expanding cultural value.

In order to establish this plan in accordance with Article 7 of the Act on the Promotion of Periodicals
including Magazines, the MCST collected opinions from members of academia and industry experts and
consulted the Periodicals Advisory Committee and related ministries before finalizing the plan.
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1. Cultivating agents of innovation: Fostering startups and skilled professionals prepared to leap
into the future

The MCST plans to cultivate startups and skilled professionals to encourage the sustainable growth of
the periodicals industry. While periodicals’ subscriber numbers and advertising revenue have been
declining, an environment with new forms of profit models is being created. Magazines with a profit
structure based on content sales rather than advertisement revenue are growing, and so are digital
subscriptions.

In response to these changes, the MCST will support business startups that pursue both profit and social
value through periodicals. It will provide financial resources for periodicals from the underprivileged
section of fund of funds cultural accounts and strengthen the competitiveness of startups by cultivating
startup planners whose job is to help the growth of startups. In order to support digital transition by small
businesses, the MCST will create a platform to assist the production of digital content and nurture skilled
professionals through systematic training programs.

2. Securing a growth engine: Expanding investment for digital innovation and supporting the

innovation of business models

A growth engine for can be secured by developing and expanding investment in new technologies with a
goal of overcoming the limitations of digital technology regarding periodicals and preemptively responding
to the evolving digital environment. The MCST will foster R&D on publishing digital periodicals based on
the Fourth Industrial Revolution and providing web publishing services that fulfill the needs of businesses.

In addition, the MCST plans to establish a digital archive for periodicals in order to preserve and
encourage their use. In response to the shift in the advertising market away from traditional paper-based
ads, various forms of branded content will be supported in combination with public campaigns connected
to periodicals that publish government advertisements. Branded content is content designed to build
awareness of and a preference for a certain brand by associating it with content that provides
informational or cultural value.

3. Moving beyond national borders: Strengthening content competitiveness and supporting
exports

With the global popularity of the Korean Wave leading to growing exports of South Korean cultural
content, the MCST plans to support the export of periodicals as part of “K-magazines.”

The Featured Coverage Support project by the Korea Press Foundation will be enhanced as part of the
MCST initiative to expand support for and strengthen the competitiveness of periodicals. Support for the
translation of periodicals targeting global audiences will be expanded. The cost of booth rental and
promotional activities in international book fairs and other overseas events related to periodicals will be
subsidized. An overseas distribution platform for periodicals will be established as a networking basis for
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those involved in the periodicals business. Lastly, the cost of international shipping for exported
periodicals will also be subsidized as part of the MCST’s support for small businesses.

4. Expanding cultural value: Establishing a sustainable environment for the creation of

periodicals and raising social awareness of their value

The MCST wiill strive to establish a sustainable creative environment that allows publishers of periodicals
to focus on their work. It will also promote the cultural value of periodicals and help them be shared by a
wider public by linking them with various cultural activities.

To meet these goals, the number of types of magazines within “the list of magazines with good content,”
which has been published since 2005, will continue to be increased (currently 200 types, up from the original 110
types) and the selected magazines will be distributed to culturally underserved regions and overseas
libraries. The industry has long called for expanding this project since it contributes to a sustainable
creative environment and to the cultural enjoyment of the public. The list of quality independent
magazines will also be expanded as part of efforts to encourage one-person publishers and promote
independent magazines. Planning and creating region-specific content will be supported with the goal of
ensuring a sustainable environment for regional periodicals. Relevant systems will be revised so that
expenditures on the purchase of magazines can be deducted from taxable income. Laws regarding
printed magazines will be revised to include digital formats.

Lastly, a magazine week (tentatively scheduled for around November 1) Will be introduced by the Korea Magazine
Association with a goal of promoting periodicals. Various cultural activities, including lectures and club
meetings connected with independent bookstores and periodicals, will be supported.

“Periodicals have both timeliness and specificity. The ministry will actively support the industry, including
expanding the environment for innovation and digital investment, in order to help foster the cultural and
economic influence of periodicals,” said a ministry official.

<> Korea Journal, the first English-language Korean Studies academic journal published in South Korea,
has released its 2022 Summer Issue.

<> The issue features the organizational systems and practices of modern-era Buddhism in Korea, which
has survived as one of the important religions followed by Koreans despite a Joseon Dynasty policy of
suppression.

<> The issue was distributed free of charge to domestic and international Buddhist Studies researchers at
the Congress of the International Association of Buddhist Studies (1ABS), the largest Buddhist Studies
conference, which was held in Seoul this year.

o The Academy of Korean Studies (President Ahn Byung Woo) announced the publication of the Summer
Issue of Korea Journal, which features the formative process of late-Joseon Buddhism with a focus on its
institutional and socio-cultural establishment.

o The Summer Issue was planned with special consideration of the IABS congress being held August 15
to 19 at Seoul National University. Professor Kim Seong-eun of the Korean Buddhist Research Institute at
Dongguk University specially participated in the planning of the issue.
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o This issue was distributed to about 500 domestic and international Buddhist Studies researchers
who attended the IABS congress.

X Korea Journal was introduced in September 1961 as the first English-language Korean Studies
academic journal published in South Korea. As a quarterly journal, it publishes recent research outcomes
from across the Korean Studies field. It has been indexed in the reputable Arts and Humanities Citation
Index (A&HCI) since 2001.

o In the Establishment of Buddhist Cultivation Centers in Late Joseon Korea, Professor Lee Jong-su of
Sunchon National University examined the background behind the establishment of lecture halls,
meditation halls, and chanting halls as Buddhist cultivation centers in the late-Joseon era when there
were no more government-sanctioned Buddhist activities, as well as the process of their establishment
and the implications within the overall history of Buddhism in Korea.

o Following the Japanese Invasions of Korea, Korean Buddhism was unified into Imje Jong, a branch
of the Seon (zen) school. It integrated both doctrinal learning and training methods. As a result, the
practices of the three gates, gyeongjeol-mun (meditation), wondon-mun (doctrinal study), and yeombul-mun
(chanting), became popularized.

o According to the author, it became common for monks to continue their practice in meditation halls or
chanting halls after graduating from lecture halls, and this planted seeds for later debates on meditation
and the nature of mind.

o The Role of the Laity in Rebuilding Buddhist Devotional and Material Culture in the Late-Joseon Period
by Lee Seunghye, Curator at the Leeum Museum of Art, examines how the Buddhist monastic
community reached out to the laity in order to ensure its institutional survival and how the active
participation of lay devotees changed Buddhist culture.

o This paper sheds light on the roles of lay devotees in the revitalization of Buddhism in late 19th
century Korea and what lay devotees of varied social standing and motivations gained as a result of
their patronage.

o Despite the difficulties they faced in Confucian society, male lay devotees from the jungin class and
female court members found a place of their own in the Bogwangsa Temple monastery.

o The Restoration and Legitimacy of the Bhiksu Precept Lineages in the Late Joseon Era by Assistant
Professor Lee Jarang at Dongguk University (Academy of Buddhist Studies) examines the restoration of the
Bhiksu precept lineages in 19th-century Joseon Buddhism, as well as the historical and religious
backgrounds of why some monks, including Manha Seungnim, chose to travel to China for ordination in
the late 19th century even though Daeeun Nango had reinitiated full ordination and formed a precept
lineage in the early 19th century.

o The author argues that the seosang sugye ordination method was not accepted as a legitimate
Bhiksu ordination method; that it is likely that Daeeun’s lineage had been accepted by the mid- to late
19th century, causing a controversy over its legitimacy; and that the Sino-Korean regulations on land
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and sea commerce introduced in the late 19th century caused exchanges between the two countries
to grow more active.

o The Korea Journal has reviewed special topics relevant to contemporary South Korean society.

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Snapshots of the 2022 ALA Annual Conference &
Exhibition

The 2022 Annual Conference and Exhibition of the American Library Association (ALA) was held at the
Walter E. Washington Convention Center in Washington, D.C. from June 23 to 28. The theme of this
year’s conference was Inspire, Engage, Enable, and Connect.

After three years of remote conferences due to COVID-19, this in-person conference was attended by
more than 7,738 librarians, library workers, and library supporters. They were joined by 5,431 exhibitors,
authors, illustrators, and members of the press. For those who could not physically attend the conference,
access was made available through online channels as well.

Celebrating its 141st anniversary, the conference included ALA division sessions, international program
events, and exhibition corners. The ALA celebrated the in-person conference with the hashtag
#TogetherAgain. Over 160 education programs and 1,200+ events took place at the Walter E.
Washington Convention Center and nearby locations.

The opening ceremony

The Annual Conference opened with a conversation with 2021-2022 ALA President Patricia "Patty"
Wong, the first Asian-American President of the ALA, and Chairwoman of the Federal Communications
Commission (FCC) Jessica Rosenworcel, who discussed the state of broadband and digital equality in the
United States. Chair Rosenworcel reported that the $7 billion Emergency Connectivity Fund, which is part
of the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021, has allowed the FCC to help more than 900 libraries and
thousands of schools cover broadband costs and technology purchases.
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Major programs and sessions

The conference focused on the challenges being faced by libraries today, with dozens of sessions related
to the urgent issues and opportunities facing the field, including intellectual freedom and censorship,
digital access, and digital literacy.

Wong convened a panel at the ALA President’s Program, “Advancing the Asian American Story: A
Conversation with Publishers, Literacy Advocates, and Storytellers.” Panelists included: Jane Park, senior
content strategist for Google Kids & Families; Linda Sue Park, New York Times bestselling author and
creator of kiBooka.com, a listing of kids’ books by Korean Americans and Korean diaspora creators;
Philip Lee, co-founder and publisher of Readers to Eaters; and Christina Soontornvat, a young adult
author, 2021 Kirkus Prize for Young People’s Literature recipient, and 2021 Newbery Honor recipient.
The panelists discussed how the children’s publishing industry has evolved in terms of whose story gets
told, the role that books can play in promoting a more diverse and equitable world, and what the future
holds for Asian-American creators and their narratives.

There was also a session in which Korean-American actor and author John Jo and the moderator, author
Grace Lin, discussed his new book “Troublemaker.” Jo moved to the US when he was six years old. The
book shows the impact of the 1992 Los Angeles riots on the Korean community in the US and the issue
of racial conflict from the perspective of a 12-year-old Korean-American kid.

Young adult horror author R.L. Stine talked about his upcoming book, “Stinetinglers,” while journalist and
Pulitzer Prize winner Maria Hinojosa shared her upcoming memoir, “Once | Was You.” Librarian of
Congress Dr. Carla Hayden spoke about the importance of libraries within our communities and the role
that libraries and librarians play in the misinformation age.

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The International Relations Round Table (IRRT) and reception

There was also an orientation and reception for librarians from other countries. The orientation session
included a program for international librarians attending the ALA conference for the first time, an ALA
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division session, the IRRT discussion, an introduction on to how to use the ALA Annual Conference app,
and an introduction to the Library Marketplace.

At the IRRT, which was held on June 25, participants introduced themselves and discussed the agenda
for the meeting. IRRT officers presented on how international activities are being performed at the IRRT.
The reception for international librarians was held in the Lobby of the Jefferson Building at the Library of
Congress. This event was a great opportunity for librarians from around the world to share the issues and
challenges facing their library communities.

Additional opportunities included the Live at the 25 Podcast Booth, where attendees
watched and listened to emerging and established authors as they recorded podcasts about a variety of
books; the Now Showing @ ALA onsite movie theater, where attendees could watch more than 15 films
and documentaries; the Festival of Shorts, which offered short fims and trailers; and, new for this year,
the Test Pilot Playground that offered hands-on experiences with robotics, artificial intelligence,
augmented reality, and virtual reality.

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Jikji is included in Ecuadorian textbooks

AKS has corrected or refined over 2,600 content items about Korea in overseas textbooks

<> Jikiji, the oldest surviving document printed with movable metal type, is now included in high
school textbooks in Ecuador.

<> Since 2003, AKS has corrected or refined over 2,600 content items related to Korea in
textbooks in 206 countries through the Understanding Korea project.

<> Topics related to the advanced industries of South Korea, including the KTX (South Korea’s high-
speed train system), hydrogen cars, 5G networks, and robot technologies, were introduced to
textbooks last year.

<> Despite challenges, not least the arduous process of collecting numerous textbooks from
around the world, the Understanding Korea project is at the forefront of efforts to promote a
proper understanding of Korea by using strategies customized to conditions in different
countries.

o After nearly ten years of persistent effort, the Academy of Korean Studies (President Ahn Byung Woo, AKS)
succeeding in having Jikji-related content included in textbooks in Ecuador.

o Jikji, a Goryeo Dynasty document considered the oldest extant item printed with movable metal type,
is now introduced in the Ecuadorian high school textbook Language and Literature. Students in
Ecuador are coming to learn about this remarkable cultural heritage item from Korea.

o Having content on the history and culture of Korea included in textbooks of countries located across
the globe from South Korea is being made possible thanks to AKS’s Understanding Korea project,
which customizes its strategies to the conditions in different countries.

o The AKA’s efforts to include Korea-related content in textbooks in Ecuador began nine years ago
when the editor-in-chief of Santillana, the largest private textbook publisher in Latin America,
attended the 2013 Korean Culture Seminar for Ecuadorian textbook experts.

o Upon discovering that Jikji preceded the Gutenberg bible by 78 years, the editor-in-chief of
Santillana mentioned including related content in future textbooks.

o Since then, AKS maintained close contact with Santillana and provided the publisher with
information about Jikji through the help of the Cheongju Early Printing Museum.

o The textbook uses a digital platform to introduce Jikji in detail over 12 pages with background music to
spark students’ interest. The content includes:

o Dating to 1377, Jikii is the oldest book in the world printed with movable metal type. It is inscribed in
UNESCO’s Memory of the World Programme.

o 78 years before Gutenberg, Choi Yoon-eui applied movable metal type to this oldest example in the
world.
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o The Understanding Korea project is designed to help correct misleading information about Korea and
introduce or refine Korea-related content in overseas textbooks with a goal to promote the image of
the country.

o This project was overseen by the Ministry of Education from 2003 until last year. This year it was
transferred to the AKA, allowing the AKA to more actively plan and carry out the project.

o Customized strategies are applied to different countries based on the collection and analysis of
overseas textbooks and the Korean Culture Seminar for overseas textbook experts, development
and distribution of Understanding Korea materials, and cooperation with overseas networks.

o Last year, information on the economic development of South Korea came to be included in 14
textbooks in Ecuador, including history, social science, language, mathematics, physics, biology, and
natural science texts.

o For example, a ninth-grade social sciences textbook mentioned that since independence from
Japan in 1945, South Korea has grown from one of the poorest countries on earth to an economic
superpower with a GDP of 1.63 trillion dollars as of 2020.

o Other Korea-related content includes describing Hyundai as the global market leader in hydrogen
cars; the KTX high-speed train made including Korean technologies and allowing the whole country
to be reached within two hours of travel; the popularization of 5G smartphones (Samsung); research
on Al robotics (KAIST); and the spread of K-culture products (introducing the film “#Alive” and the video game

“Battleground.”

o Based on these achievements in paper textbooks, the AKA is planning to expand the Understanding
Korea project to include digital textbooks.

o “It is difficult to correct errors, have existing content improved, or have new content introduced in
foreign textbooks. However, over the past 20 years, the AKA has made significant achievements in
this regard and has promoted the national image of South Korea,” said President Ahn Byung Woo.
“We will continue to work with government ministries, civic organizations, and overseas publishers in
order to develop and distribute content customized to the characteristics of the target country.”
